Lyons Dissolution Meeting

March 28th, 2013

Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm

Several comments were received from the public this week:

1) If there is a Fire District set up (if the Village is dissolved) is there a tax limit that the fire district is imposed upon them?   Connie Sowards forwarded information to the committee members via email to review for Fire Districts.  A Fire Dist has their own commissioners, budget, it’s own taxing authority and would be under a separate line item under the town taxes.  The also have the ability to take on debt.

2) What water does the DPW use to flush or clean the village streets?  Water from the hydrants (cost to taxpayers) or from the non portable wells at the water plant (no cost to taxpayers)?  

3) What are the possible fire protection options under NYS law once the village is dissolved?  There can be a Fire Protection District or a Fire District.  Fire Protection District would report to the Town and have a say in their budget.  Fire District would have it’s own board of commissioners.

4) In Wayne County how many towns have a full time, part time or no police dept?  There is only one Town police dept in the county – Macedon.  

5) What village property can be sold and put back on the tax roll at a finalized dissolution – The Village turns all their property turns over to the Town and it would then be up to the Town to decide what is kept or try to sell.

6) Citizen would like a copy of the law cited by the MRB representative at last Thursday night’s public  hearing that states the dissolution committee must submit an alternative in a non dissolution vote.  The law in 2010 stated that villages could re-vote and decide if they want to keep the village after a dissolution vote had been made. (see file video for further explanation)

All committee members have a copy of the 2010 Center for government research study.  It was suggested that all committee members read it as it has a lot of useful information in it.

Sergei would like to have all committee member’s statements done by next Wednesday, April 3rd, 2013.  This information has to be given to the Village Clerk by next Friday, April 5th, 2013.  Sergei will pick up and put all information together and meet with the MRB Group.  

Public Safety committee reported the following:

Committee is currently working on the worksheets and have met with some of the entities that they are responsible to report on.  They will be ready to deliver pertinent information next week.

Admin/Finance committee reported the following:

Committee met with the Town Clerks office staff on 3/27/2013.  All employees at this office has their job duties on file.  These are full time employees and work Mon – Friday 9-4:30 except for Wednesday which is 9-4.  

In addition, there are two persons that work part time, appointed assessor and clerk.  They are under the jurisdiction of the State of NY.  

Water/Sewer committee reported the following:

The committee met with Mark Chadwick last week for an hour to discuss his and Dave DeWolf’s job description for the Sewer. Both workers are certified with at least one certification. (a full report is on file).  They are understaffed at this facility.

The plant runs 24/7, the plant doesn’t shut down.  Pump stations are checked thru out the village every couple days.

Testing, records mandated by the State Dept of Health.

There is a Proprosal at village board for the water dept generator to be transferred over to the sewer plant. 

There is a cost of $5,300.00 per month for sludge.  May want to look into local contractors to reduce costs.

Weather is a big factor at the sewer plant.  

An upgrade of Solar (Energy Efficient) was done about 4-5 years ago with over a 1/3 in savings.

Some lift stations will need to be repaired as they corride quickly

Leach Road pump station is being reviewed/repaired this year at a cost of $59,000

Debt to service should be lowering down in 2016 – 2017 which will free up money to be able to do repairs/infrastructure.

Water Dept – all water is purchased from the Wayne County Water Authority.  They in turn purchase it from the Village of Newark at a cost of 2.14 per thousand gallons.

The water dept is capped off, but has to hold onto it for 5 years before filling it all in.
Public Works committee reported the following:

The Town and Village should use the same person to do appraisals on inventory/equipment so that there isn’t any discrepancies.  Suggested that an Auctioneer/Appraisor should be called to see if he will look at these properties at no charge.

Parks – a list of these is at the Village Office.  There is a laborer that takes care of the parks, canal banks.  There is a budget for the parks.

Courts committee reported the following:

Committee is all set at this time

Zoning/Codes committee reported the following:

Committee is all set at this time and will complete worksheets as required.

Note:  No meeting is scheduled for 4/4.  The next meeting will be 4/11 at 6:30pm at the Lyons Fire Department.  By 4/11, the MRB Group will have reviewed all the information the committees have submitted.   

Committee went into Executive Session at 7:15
